○ If your district does not support VoiceThread and you do not have a UMBC account, you can 
register for a personal account to participate, or just explore the VoiceThread without signing 
in and participating.  

○ Please note, you may have to come here and re-click the above link after signing in. 
● Pro-tip: You can listen to voicethread at higher speed by clicking the 2X button in the bottom left. This
